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DIRECTIONS TO THE MONASTERY 

From Highway 101 ï Exit Hwy 126 East at Ventura. 
Travel 11 miles east along Hwy 126 and exit 10th St/Hwy 150 at Santa Paula. 
Turn left from the exit ramp and follow 10th St/Hwy 150 through Santa Paula. 
Bear right at the fork in the road. This is Ojai Rd/Hwy 150. 
Travel about five miles (1/4 mile past Thomas Aquinas College) to 15799 Ojai Road. 
The monastery driveway is on the right just past our mailbox at Highway Marker 2830. 
Drive across the bridge and follow the signs to the parking area. 

From Highway 5 ï Exit Hwy 126 West at Santa Clarita. 
Travel 27 miles to Santa Paula, and exit at 10th St/Hwy 150. 
Turn right from the exit ramp and follow 10th St/Hwy 150 through Santa Paula. 
Bear right at the fork in the road. This is Ojai Rd/Hwy 150.  
Continue as directed above.

Human beings just like you, who have lived their lives in your very own land, have 

entered it!ò  And because the saints exhibit a right relationship with all of creation, these feasts testify to 

even more than the possibility of our attainment of Paradise. They testify to the possibility of the restoration 

of all creation through human persons—and, if we are willing, even through us! Is there really any point in 

fasting? In giving alms? In attending all those church services? In taking time to read my prayers? ñYes!ò 

these Feasts emphatically proclaim to us. Through these practices and, indeed, all things done in the Name 

of Christ, the grace of Pentecost catches fire in us. Thus, does the Holy Spirit, (to quote the prayer we all 

know) ñcome and abide in us, cleanse us from every impurity, and save our souls.ò

The lavender we had expected to plant in the spring did not survive in the supplierôs 

nursery, and the whole process of growing the plugs was begun on our behalf once again.) 

Although planting the lavender plugs will be our main task, we are hoping for a good turnout so that 

other jobs can be done on the same day as well. In particular, we still have trees to trim (bring your chain 

saw) and it would be good to stain those portions of the exterior of our house that were not finished last 

year. Numerous smaller tasks are on our ñto doò list as wellðlike removing dead branches from the wooded 

area, figuring out why the porch lights donôt work and stabilizing the swing set.
